M a l e . F o r e w i n g u p p e r s i d e : yellowish-white ( X V I I 25' /*), l) 
costa and apical part black with bluish tinge. Upper and lower discoidal 
nervure black t i l l end of cell. Outer margin black, 1 mm. wide. Sub-
marginal band from black apex t i l l anal angle greenish black ( X L V I I 
3 3 " " & ) about 4 mm. wide, blackened on veins 1, 2 and 3. 

H i n d w i n g u p p e r s i d e : whitish blue-green, ( X L V I I I 31 ""b) 
lightest at basal part and abdominal margin. A black border from costal 
margin t i l l anal angle, narrowest at vein 3 about 5 mm. wide. A thin 
white marginal line from vein 3 t i l l about half way abdominal margin. 

F o r e w i n g u n d e r s i d e : white, yellowish at base. A black marginal 
line from base via apex t i l l anal angle, about 1 mm. wide. A curved 
dark brown ( X L V I 1 3 " " & ) band about 5 mm. wide, from cell above 
the lower discoidal nervure, touching the terminal margin between veins 
2, 3 and 4, and bending a little inwards, ending on vein 1. In inter­
space 6, about 5 mm. from cell-apex an oblong whitish spot followed 
by a smaller oblong yellow spot. Under those, in interspace 5 a more 
or less prominent yellowish streak. In interspace 3 and 4 a sub-marginal 
orange-red (II 11. i.) more or less rectangular spot, divided by vein 4. 

One shows this red spot very pronounced in interspace 3 only, 
leaving a few red scales in interspace 4. 

Apex white and yellow, with black veins. Interspace 8 with a few 
black scales, interspace 6 about 1 mm. longer than 7 and a little trian­
gular part in interspaces 4 and 5. 

H i n d w i n g u n d e r s i d e : brownish-black ( X L V I 1 3 " " A:). A trian­
gular red spot (II 11. i.) from basis above costal-nervure. A post-discal 
row of more or less prominent black lunules turned inwards from apex 
t i l l half way abdominal margin, between the veins. A n olive yellow 
( X X X 23" ) sub-terminal band from apex t i l l anal angle, bordered by a 
line of four black spots t i l l vein 4. In interspace 1, 2 and 3 terminal 
black, more or less lunule-shaped spots.

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In interspace la and lb an abdominal yellow ( X V I 21') space with 
a triangular black marginal spot a little under the end of post-discal 
row of lunules. A diffused whitish line from apex t i l l vein 4. A black 
line of the same width and length and a clear white terminal line from 
apex t i l l half way abdominal margin, bordered with black. Ci l ia white. 

T h o r a x : upperside slate-blue, underside black. 
A b d o m e n : upperside blackish, underside whitish yellow. Length of 

forewing 35 mm.
